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A 16™ Century
explorer could be
brought back to life
and set on a ship on
the sea. He would
look across the
horizon of the

ocean and see it as
it always has been.
The hot sun shines its rays on the
jewel-strewn surface. Glimmering
sparkles burst, then disappear at the
water's movement. The wind blows at
the sails above as they fill and propel
the ship onward and whitecaps dance

and leap and lap at the outer hull of the

ship.

Everything's the same as it was
400 years ago.

Yet, not knowing what had been
beneath the water’s surface before or
now, the explorer could not know how
everything is really different.

Whole coral reefs have
disappeared. Vast ecosystems have
been disrupted. The chemistry of the
ocean waters is changed dramatically
because of phosphates and mercury

and other pollutants. Some species of

whales, shark, blue fin tuna, and

orange roughy that once dominated the

depths are scarce to be found.

Vast Changes Under the Surface

Underwater volcanoes have changed
the terrain of the ocean floor.
Shipwrecks have planted museums
that only the divers would visit.

The underwater world is a
different world than it was a half-
millennium ago.

But who could tell only at the
surface?

So, our church has changed under
the surface.

Dramatically.

And some of it is for the good!
While the reduction in staff has
resulted in some less-than-welcome
changes like shorter office hours, we
have also been impelled toward more
of our membership taking on more of
the responsibility for the work of the
church. The result is a stronger
church!

Beneath the surface, the role of
our staff has also changed: also, in
some ways, for the good! For
instance, while Brian Wright has
worked for several years as our
Director of Christian Education and
