room in the 
refrigerator among 
leftovers that are 
still left over.  And, 
while needles still 
hold on the tree, you 

might begin to take stock.  This is an 
interesting moment each year.  It’s the 
time for news analyses and recaps of a 
year-drawing-to-a-close.  Somewhere 
along the line, you might be inclined 
to do that annual practice of making 
resolutions.  In any case, while the 
firelight is still glowing and you note a 
few snaps from the fireplace, it’s a 
good time to reflect.  What of lasting 
importance happened this year?  What 
have I learned?  How have I journeyed 
to the place where I am?  And, 
perhaps, more importantly, where am I 
now going? 

Such questions are perhaps best 
considered when you measure them by 
your highest aspirations: how do the 
answers to these questions fit in to 
your dreams and your sense of 
mission?

Your God (or your gods) 
mold and shape who you will be more 
than any other factor in life.  Once you 
become clear about what matters most 
in your life, you can judge how true to 
yourself you have been in the year 
gone by.  In this way also, you can 
build healthy priorities for your future. 

Family is a wonderful and 
sometimes challenging gift.  Those 
whom you choose to be family with, 
as well as those with whom genetics 
determines, are all cast into a web of 
relationships you can affect but cannot 
avoid.  To recognize whom you love 
and order your life so as to grow in 
trust with them is to address a critical 
need in life.

It’s a time ripe for considering new 
attempts at forgiveness, the resolution of some conflict, 
and the renewing of practices that help you practice your 
love for one another. 

The Christian’s set of loved ones extends beyond 
family.  People of your church are beloved friends in 
Christ.  Their lives and deaths, illnesses and struggles, 
insights and acts of caring all make their impact on your 
life.  Paul Simon wrote, “I am a rock, I am an island...for 
a rock feels no pain and an island never cries,” and you 
can recognize an intentional irony of the words.
