
In Tune 
God spoke in a 
funeral service that 
took place in our 
sanctuary.  It was 
just a short time 
ago.  Most of the 
prayers had been 
prayed and 
scripture read.  A 

rendition of Jesus Loves Me was 
played on the piano by a youth who 
was touched by the woman whose life 
we had come to celebrate.  The eulogy 
had been given and the sermon 
preached.  I know that God was in all 
of this. 

It was during the more 
spontaneous and sometimes risky 
portion of the service that I heard the 
voice, though.  Sometimes families 
elect to invite the congregation to 
share memories and impressions and 
words of encouragement, which is 
what this family had done.  So I gave 
the invitation and a few people had 
something to say.  I walked among the 
assembly responding to uplifted hands, 
offering a microphone to those who 
had something to say.  Unsurprisingly 
there were some very nice things that 
were said. 

The funeral was for Cathy 
McCallum (no relation to Marv, our 

former pastor), whose husband Jim 
had also been a pastor.  The second-to-
the-last person to speak was another 
pastor who had been a district 
superintendent – a person who serves 
as a supervisor of other pastors in 
behalf of the Bishop.  She told a story 
about a gathering of clergy families 
that took place at her house.  Jim and 
Cathy were present; it was apparent 
that Cathy was not feeling well.  There 
was another young pastor with his 
family, including a two-year-old who 
clearly was not about to have a good 
time.  Crying and fussy, the child was 
making everyone else at least as 
uncomfortable as herself.  The very 
atmosphere among all the adults 
seemed to be getting fussy, too. 

Cathy, always a lover of children, 
took on the role of adult who would 
just offer presence and love.  Spending 
time and giving special attention 
seemed to help right away.  In the 
course of it, Cathy started singing to 
the child; and before long the child 
started to sing along – now with a total 
change in affect. 

Happy. 

And then, before long, everybody 
started singing along.
