that day. One of those news events.

In fact, it turned out to be Inauguration
Day, January 21, 1961. No doubt
reinforced by film clips of it | have
seen since then, | can still recall
watching the motorcade with the men
in the top hats. And | remember an
age of optimism springing from the
words that even captivated my eight-
year-old ears: “Ask not what your
country can do for you. Ask what you
can do for your country.”

Party allegiance aside, while we are in
an age of recession, retreat and
disarray we may also be on the cusp of
new optimism like that which
conditioned the early 60’s. We now
will be led by the first American
President of color. An economic
shakeup like we have experienced may
signal a new time of justice,
compassion, and moral integrity in the
marketplace. The strains of
international conflict may hone our
calling to respect other lands, care for
the rights of other peoples, put an end
to poverty, work for the strengthening
of the global community, care for the
environment, and demand the same
from our neighbors. Optimism that
generates responsibility and genuine,
