personally and in the life of your 
family.  For all its blessings and 
burdens, 2008 is now set in history.

A Letter From Lithuania ( Printed verbatim) 
Dear Laurie [O’Donnell], 

Eiguliu community is not very abundant, there are 36 
members, but on Sunday to celebrate together 20 to 25 
people.  Most of the members are adults, children, young 
people and meet on Wednesday (in 7-8), and some of 
them are regular visitors to a Sunday church service.  
Sundays are Bible studies and church services.  In 
addition adults are invited to attend and Wednesday 
Bible studies.  Eiguliu umc carried out a number of 
ministry, which reveals that love, the food packages, 
medical assistance.  In 2008 two men joined the 
community Eiguliu transferring his membership from 
other churches in Lithuania.  At the beginning of 2008, a 
special love has spread to the Eiguliu umc has been 
divided gifts, which were obtained thanks to the 
Samaritans.  All we have to thank the people who did 
everything to make this happen.  I want to welcome the 
fact that people number continues to grow, it is amazing 
grace.  Eiguliu umc men also participated in July in 
Kaunas umc repression of biblical studies, which were 
designed for children and adults, we thank the guests 
from Italy.  And really wonderful experience, was when 
the great majority of the community attended the 
Ecumenical worship in the September 11, which was 
held in Siluva.  Three young men study and in January 
will confirm. 

Eiguliu church is rented premises, the premises rent and 
maintenance (electricity and water and other) is a huge 
burden.  For example, only rent is 1,000 litas (- 375 
dollars).  We do not have the money to pay for cleaning, 
and Sunday fare, so people voluntarily purify 
themselves, and fruit we have fetch in.

From the 
camel and wise men at the tower 
entrance to the quiet moments in 

the stable recreating the circumstances around the 
miracle birth of Jesus, our Lord and Savior, our visitors 
and participants alike were entranced and gladdened by 
their experiences. 

The camel, Gunther, was a star attraction for visitors 
and participants alike.  Wise men and their servants 
guided them to the Narthex where generous donations 
were received by our Outreach committee.  Next, music and readings of the Christmas story from the 

Gospel of Luke drew our visitors to the Sanctuary where 
they sang carols and saw the lighting of the advent 
wreath.  After a short wait, they were led to the Parlor 
where nativity sets loaned by members of our 
congregation were beautifully displayed throughout the 
room.   

Our visitors’ immersion into the Bethlehem of Jesus’ 
time began with a stop in the Synagogue to hear the two 
Rabbis short debate about the meaning of the new baby’s 
birth.  The imposing Roman Centurion and the Roman 
soldiers in the census and marketplace were popular 
photo ops.  Census signers numbered 527 individuals 
from 52 communities, including two from abroad (Israel 
and Japan).  Music and dancing, crafts being plied, foods 
to taste and spices in the marketplace engaged the senses.  

Townspeople and merchants drew visitors into their conversations about the sudden appearance of 
shepherds in the middle of the night talking of angel visitations and searching for the special babe they 
had been told was the Savior foretold by the prophets.  Finally, 
visitors reached the inn and the stable and the meaning of God’s 
gift in the person of a tiny baby.  

Many thanks to the 240 participants (including 130 costumed cast 
members) and our entire congregation for this 11th presentation of 
the Marketplace.  In spite of the frigid weather, our visitors left 
with gifts of candles and the warm glow of love and welcome.
