People tend to be most comfortable sharing life-
challenges with their pastor. Therefore, we ptakeep
the pastor in the front line of identifying minigtr
opportunities. The pastor and the minister of
congregational care will meet weekly to addressetive
care ministries. Included in that meeting willtbee to
identify members who might benefit from a Stephen
Minister. Then the pastor or minister of congréysl
care will contact the member to offer the ministtythe
member accepts, we will contact an appropriatelétep
Minister to begin the process.

Of course, people are always welcome to request a
Stephen Minister. If they do, they certainly woble a
high priority. But statistics tell us that most p&owill
not ask for the ministry, themselves. We should;vie
rarely do. Therefore, a successful Stephan Minisingt
actively identify people and offer the ministry.time, as
people become more familiar with the ministry, deop
will seek the ministry more freely.

Recent volunteer helpers
donations have improved facilities and allowed the
purchase of washers and dryers, so homeless and low
income folks can sign up for free clothes washimbere
is also limited sign-up for showers.

They have an amazing food program with lots of
volunteer help in serving. In January alone, thaimily
Kitchen served 4,659 meals, including 3,354 lunchi2s
breakfasts for homeless, and 579 dinners for cmildn
the after school program. They deliver 140 foordso
with a 4 week supply each month to homes of area
seniors.

Baldwin’s after school program has 130 youth
registered with an average of 50 children attendity
and provides safety, friendship, loving care, prtgeand
tutoring. There are GED classes for adults. fdagtor
Our Neighbors” has just begun an immigration legal
clinic once a month.

Volunteers recently redid the old farmhouse giving
them more room for their “Clothes Closet” and tineyv
serve over a thousand clients a month includingesom
from domestic violence shelters and substance abuse
rehab facilities.
