Years of strength,
relevance, and vitality can lull a congregatiomtigs its
slippage. A church of nearly 3,000 as ours once wa
could get by.

Now, we are a church just shy of 700, with the saipe
of ministry and the same financial demands of gdand
historic church building that we once had. Nowereise
by the whole of the congregation to do the workhef
church is crucialyRGENT ASA MATTEROF FACT. Unless
we as a whole congregation resume the kind ofigei
that built our strength to become a 3,000 memberoth
we will be in trouble. At this point, our incomegey the
winter has us tens of thousands of dollars behimeres
we thought we’d be already; and our budget wasqohss
with the need to find $100,000 in income beyondtwha
had been pledged or anticipated through the usual
sources. Last year, our annual Church Conference
approved drawing from our endowment fund to make
ends meet. Our suitcase is getting very heavy.

Our Lenten study groups started something, though,
which is very encouraging. These groups that wvedl
over 100 of our church members did more than askess
vitality of the congregation and identify needs have to
be an inviting and welcoming congregation. Fifsaly
several members agreed to be “lead learners” in
organizing and leading the groups. | am so gratefu
each of them. Then, in the course of the groups’
conversations, several took it upon themselve®to g
involved. Some signed up to become membership
mentors who will serve as special friends of pessamd
families who begin attending our church. Some
volunteered to makeaug calls making brief “front
porch” visits on those who attended worship forftret
time and gifting them with a church mug and some
information about the church. Some already started
posting themselves by the doors of the churchresas
greeters. Others have taken on the role of making
suggestions about the ministry of the church and
volunteering to work together to move us in new
directions. In the mean time, over a half-dozemimers
have created and implemented a Career Ministryithst
reached into the community as a compass, giving hop
and direction to people out of work.

This church has been sustained by members andngtaff
never lost sight of the need for their involvemenihe
presence of new banners and vital ministries atibetbtat.
We are now at a point, though, when we need toaely

all of us. Time is short to meet the daunting ldmgje of
our budget deficit, enhance the outreach and retevaf
our congregation, effectively care for people vtfth love
of God, and grow the way we grew before.

Our new stirrings are evidence that we are in ingin
again. Make it a discipline, with each of us assigm
responsibility for the whole of our church and wid e
fit, soon, for whatever changes and challenges cmme
way.
