“I NSTANT-YOU”  can 
be and will be 
posted all over the 
world in a split 
second, no matter 
what you’re doing 
or saying.  Social 
networking through 

the electronic media of the Internet 
and microwave cellular signals has 
radically changed everything about the 
way human beings interact. 

It used to be that you could count 
on managing different layers of 
personal privacy.  You could put on a 
public face and express honest, but 
measured words as you communicate.  
Then, face-to-face with someone you 
trust and with whom you would share 
more intimate thoughts, you could say 
the rest of what you really think.  Only 
seldom would your words come back 
to bite you. 

Now, the Nevada gambling 
mecca’s tagline has really become 
obsolete if not deceptive: What 
happens in Vegas will not stay in 
Vegas! 

I think of an insight offered by 
Walter Cronkite written in a forward 
to an edition of George Orwell’s 1984.  
He remarked that a fundamental 

challenge to our word is that our 
growth in technology seems ever to 
outpace our growth in morality.  The 
inconsistency can sometimes become a 
potentially devastating threat, as in our 
ability to annihilate the earth with 
nuclear blasts while we still can’t 
manage to talk and listen and negotiate 
for peace.  Perhaps it’s not something 
Cronkite was thinking when he penned 
his reflections, but the same thing can 
apply to individual behavior on 
Facebook and Twitter. 

Social networking is a wonder.  It 
has changed the face of advertising.  
It’s made it possible to make new 
friendships, share valuable 
information, enjoy a truly global 
community, and reconnect with old 
friends and classmates.  It’s opened up 
a new avenue to plan events and get 
the word out so anyone interested 
might attend.  Some pastors actually 
encourage the use of Twitter during 
church services, in which members 
hear something insightful and send it 
out to those in their network world-
wide instantly.  It’s an extension of our 
power to proclaim and communicate 
the gospel.  Wonderful!  

Yet, are we capable of keeping 
up?  Networking is seductive.  Since

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I’ve joined Facebook, I’ve been amazed at the amount of 
entries some of my colleagues, still active in ministry, 
have made.  I’ve asked myself the question, “Do they 
have time to do anything else?  When do they work?”   
A British law firm recently surveyed 600 white collar 
workers and found that Blackberry-equipped employees 
worked an average 15 more hours a week than colleagues 
without smart phones.  The answer to my question may 
be, “Yes, they work.  But they can get distracted and 
work longer and perhaps less efficiently.”   

It’s also so very easy to forget about personal filters 
and boundaries we have learned from childhood to keep 
in physical interaction.  When you’re sitting in the 
privacy of your phone or computer screen, it’s tempting 
to write your most intimate thoughts – appropriate or 
inappropriate.  CareerBuilder.com determined that 45% 
of employers have used social networking sites to 
research job candidates and 35% indicated they rejected a 
candidate based on what they found.  Top examples of 
troubling discoveries include postings of provocative or 
inappropriate photos or information; content about 
personal drinking or drug usage; bad-mouthing previous 
employers or coworkers or clients; poor communication 
skills; discriminatory comments; lying about 
qualifications; dissemination of confidential information 
from previous employers.  Consider, then, what could be 
written and then read by current employers, friends, and 
relatives!  Any thought, any word or acronym for 
sometimes inappropriate phrases are “out there” for 
everyone to read.  Any behavior exercised in the company 
of others can be photographed with a phone and posted 
for the world to see.   

President Obama counseled students (in his address 
that recently raised such controversy), that you need to be 
extremely careful about what you say.  Nowadays, you 
need to live your life as though your mother is watching – 
because she might be! 

So, what do I think about the moral code of social 
networking that can be said in an article that has already 
exceeded the newsletter space that’s probably been 
allotted?  Simply this: first, I think it would be great to 
tweet something I say in worship or a meeting if it’s 
really profound (well, that might limit you already!).  
Perhaps communicating the impact of a moving anthem 
or an insight about faith, in concert with the experience of 
worship, would be important to share with the world right 
away.  But to fall prey to the technology as a distraction is 
another case.  In these matters, you need to be the judge.  

Then in regard to the way you use social networking 
in general: simply let your morality and good sense catch 
up to the technology you now get to play with.  You can 
do it.

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Mission Spotlight: 
NOAH Project and UMCOR 

Our Missions Work Area has been 
supporting the N.O.A.H. Project this year.  Networking, 
Organizing and Advocacy for Health (N.O.A.H.) assists 
people in the heart of downtown Detroit at Central UMC 
suffering from mental illnesses, substance abuse, and lack 
of affordable housing.  A comprehensive array of services 
such as mental health, domestic violence, and substance 
abuse counseling, physical health assessments, assistance 
with transportation, clothing, prescriptions, hygiene 
items, including referrals to other area service providers 
are offered.  With the help of over 65 Detroit area 
churches and civic groups the N.O.A.H. Project serves 
over 25,000 meals to our brothers and sisters in need, but 
more importantly assists thousands of people in 
addressing the root causes of their struggles through the 
work of a compassionate and empowering staff.   

Another agency our church supports through the 
Missions Committee is the United Methodist 
Committee on Relief (UMCOR).  UMCOR was 
established on April 26, 1940, with a mission to alleviate 
human suffering.  UMCOR works on behalf of the United 
Methodist churches worldwide with teams responding to 
disasters, both domestic and international, that are of such 
magnitude that it overwhelms a community’s ability to 
recover on its own.  The agency maintains a corps of 
trained disaster response specialists for quick 
reinforcement of local efforts, and it keeps a supply of 
materials in warehouses for dispatch when and where 
required.  UMCOR teams will work with other Christian 
organizations when needed to assist the relief work.  One 
advantage of UMCOR support is that your money is there 
immediately to assist after disasters.

Bishop to Lead Group to 
Oberammergau 2010 Passion Play 

Bishop Keaton will lead a 10-day travel program to 
Europe, which will have as its highlight the 2010 
performance of the Oberammergau Passion Play.  An 
educational itinerary has been developed and participants 
in this travel program will depart on July 27, 2010 from 
Detroit and Grand Rapids. 

During the journey, groups will worship and have 
meditations in appropriate places.  Highlights include 
Innsbruck, Salzburg, the Brenner Pass and Bressanone in 
Italy, the Abbey of Ettal, the Weis Church and an optional 
tour of Neuschwanstein Castle, the castle that inspired 
Walt Disney. 

The specific goals of the program are to allow 
church members to: 

¨ Experience the Passion of Christ through music 
and drama 

¨ Learn about the roots of Christianity in Europe 
¨ Learn how Europe’s history was shaped by the 

church and vice versa 
¨ Develop the leadership of the local church 
¨ Rejuvenate their spiritual lives 
¨ Enhance relationships between church members 

The travel/study program has been arranged by 
Educational Opportunities, a Christian organization 
whose objective is to provide pastors and church 
members with affordable, first class learning experiences.  
One advantage of this customized itinerary is the one-
week stay in family run Austrian hotels which will serve 
as home base, eliminating frequent re-packing and long 
trips via ground transportation. 

The 10-day travel program begins at $2,798 (double 
occupancy) plus $298 additional from Detroit or $398 
additional from Grand Rapids (tax, tips and play ticket are 
additional).  For more information, contact Rev. Ann 
Emerson (project coordinator) at 810/327-6468 or 
annbythelakeshore@comcast.net.
