LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Friends,

This is a time to be thankful, to count our blessings. Please let me share with you what a
blessing it is for me to serve at Royal Oak First. | am so grateful to be part of such a vibrant
congregation.

Thanksgiving is filled with so many things: turkey and dressing, family, community. It is
also filled with family dynamics and all those anxious moments around the table. Of
course, no Thanksgiving is complete without eating entirely too much, followed by the post
dinner nap.

She wants to
come to worship so badly, but getting her to Royal Oak is not simple. | called Nancy
Thompson who heads up our new Transportation Ministry and she started making calls.
Sure enough, on Sunday morning, in comes Annette Wahl pushing Lee Hoffman’s
wheelchair down the center aisle. From that point, | sat back and watched as the spirit of
the living God moved through the congregation. Jay Dunstan and Paul Kremer stepped
up and agreed to alternate Sundays for the next month, picking up both Lee and Dori
Bridson from Woodward Hills. This is only the beginning as we work to get any and all
who want to worship here each week. The transportation ministry at Royal Oak First is
moving down the road (pun intended).
