Vice: Incredibly acted. Unapologetically partisan. A warning about the dangers of consolidated 
power. 

Boy Erased: If there was any doubt about the harm a distorted view of God can cause, this film will 
erase that doubt. As our denomination struggles with the place of LGBTQ Christians, this film made 
it clear to me that the only way forward is full inclusion. Please find a way to see this film. The 
church should be the place of healing, not harm.
