Dear Friends,

It has been a heartbreaking week. The aftermath of the mass shootings in El Paso and
Dayton have left me with a tremendous mix of emotions. | have been angry. | have been
sad. | have been frustrated. | have been perplexed. | have been depressed. | have been
determined to do something. Sometimes | am feeling all these things at the same time!

| find myself mourning with the families and friends of those who lost their lives. | worry
about those who were present during these moments of trauma and terror, knowing that
they will be unpacking the effects of this for years. | am profoundly thankful for the first
responders who once again put themselves in the line of fire to prevent even more
unspeakable loss. While much has been said about the emptiness of “thoughts and
prayers,” | can say that there hasn’t been a day where | have not thought about or lifted in
prayer all the people touched by these tragic events.
