Detroit’'s own Luis Sharpe to be our speaker. Luis graduated from Southwestern High
School and was signed to play offensive tackle for UCLA. The two-time All-American was
later drafted in the first round by the St. Louis Cardinals, playing 10 seasons and being
named to the NFC All-Pro Team three consecutive years. In his post-NFL career, Luis
struggled with addiction and was incarcerated on multiple occasions. In prison, he got
clean and found faith, and now is spending his life giving back.

Sunday, September 29, 5:30 Potluck and 6:30 Show Join us for a night of laughs, as
Ferndale’s own Comedy Sportz will bring their family-friendly show to our sanctuary. This
is a can’t-miss evening of fun. $10 per person or $20 per family.
