Bishop, David Alan Bard, has appointed Reverend James Isaac Cogman as
interim associate pastor of Royal Oak First effective March 1 through June 30,
2020. This is a half time appointment.

James is a new pastor, having just graduated divinity school, and is moving to
Michigan from the Baltimore-Washington Conference of The United Methodist
