Dear Friends,

| wanted to share something really cool that happened which you might have missed. Last Saturday,
Pastor Bridget and | had the pleasure of spending the evening with six incredible 8th and 9th graders
from our congregation as we embarked on their Confirmation Journey. It was an absolute joy!

We spent time talking and sharing our lives, stories, and interests, reminding each other that God loves
us in the unique details of our lives.
